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Sequential numbers

In order to create a sequential (study-)number for each new respondent, you need to create you own
respondent controller.

Please see the howto page first, on how to do that.

In the code below, you will see three functions in this controller:

» beforeSave, which will check the respondent number just before saving it

e createModel, which uses the parent model and creates the new respondent number using an
extra variable for organization id

e getRespNr, which uses the organization ID, gets the latest respondent number for that
organization and returns the next respondent number
